Using Conjoint Methodology to Find the Republican and

Democratic Candidates Best Positioned to Win Primaries

To understand the kind of candidate ideally positioned to succeed in both a Republican and Democratic
Congressional primaries, we presented Republican primary voters and Democratic primary voters with
hypothetical 2022 primary matchups between two candidates (from the respondent's party) possessing a
random set of demographic (gender, race, age), biographical (job experience, background), and political
(ideology, endorsements) attributes. For each attribute, a win rate and margin was calculated. For
example, a win margin of 10% would indicate that a candidate possessing this attribute was chosen 55%

of the time.
