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We know that on Election Day, those who turn out to vote won't 
necessarily look like the pool of all registered voters. Some voters are 
more likely to turn out than others, and polling should reflect that 
reality. But not everyone who shows up to vote on Election Day is a 
"likely voter," and often times, pollsters' methods of excluding 
"unlikely voters" can leave out those who are becoming newly 
activated.


That's why we at Echelon Insights made the switch not to a "likely 
voter" sample which arbitrarily excludes certain voters, but to our 
"Likely Electorate" (LE) frame, which accounts for voter turnout 
probability in how we weight our national survey.


We surveyed N = 1,050 registered voters in the Likely Electorate online 
using a voter file-matched sample as part of our monthly Verified 
Voter Omnibus tracking survey of the 2022 political environment.  The 
sample was weighted to known characteristics of the 2022 “Likely 
Electorate” population, a frame which takes into account demographic 
and turnout characteristics of the 2022 electorate.
